Statement of RESPONSIBILITIES for STUDENTS and their PARENTS

This statement outlines your responsibilities as a parent over the period of time that your child takes classes in their mother tongue.  You have arranged private lessons with a teacher, or your child is a self-taught student.

You have to be aware that due to the possibility of there being problems in communication (some mother tongue teachers are not familiar with English or German), and that your child is taught privately, it is your responsibility as the parent, in consultation with Mr Carder, to ensure that all aspects of the programme are covered. This includes:

1. Choice of texts, and filling in the booklists, to be submitted to Mr Carder for       approval, by the end of October in Grade 11 (much earlier for Special Request Languages).

2. Meeting deadlines of all IB requirements; special request languages, etc.; sending in work to the IB Coordinator via Mr Carder

3. Ensuring grades are sent in on time (by the teacher) to Mr Carder

4. Paying the teacher concerned at the time agreed in order to ensure continuity of instruction; the teacher may discontinue classes if payment is not made on time.

5. Administering oral exams as required, and attending the final oral exam in school

6. Understanding all aspects of the programme, particularly the number and type of World Literature assignments; number of words and content of these assignments.

7. Being in possession at all times of the appropriate syllabus and relevant documents

8. In general, all aspects of a complex programme

The coordination of individual Mother Tongue programmes is the responsibility of Mr Carder, and when a parent is in doubt as to the details of a programme they should consult him. When a parent is in doubt about the general requirements of the IB they should consult the IB Coordinator.

The final responsibility for complying with all aspects of the IB regulations and VIS organization in the mother tongue concerned lies with the parents of the student taking the programme.

Mandatory Administration Fee:  €20

Terms of Payment
1. Payment is due direct to the teacher by the first lesson of each semester, or each month, at the discretion of the teacher involved. The teacher may discontinue classes if payment is not made on time.
2. On acceptance to the Mother Tongue programme, it will be assumed that lessons will continue through the year unless a written notice is sent to the teacher before the December break. Failure to give appropriate notice will result in half a semester's fees being charged.

3. Lessons missed by students owing to compulsory outings, functions, exams, etc., arranged by the school will be made up by the teachers only if prior written notice is given.

4. Teachers are not obliged to make up lessons missed owing to illness or other reasons; however, if time and scheduling permit, every effort will be made by the teacher to make up lessons.

5. In the unlikely event of a teacher missing a lesson, it will be made up by arrangement with the teacher.

6. When there is a half day (e.g. parent-teacher conferences) VISMTP lessons take place.

7. Students must give one week’s notice when cancelling a lesson.

8. The mandatory administration fee is due per child and covers the whole academic year.
